23rd International Film Festival "Up to 21" is going to be held in Tarnów, Poland from May 26th till 29th. 
We invite to entry all foreign and Polish film authors who were not  21 yet while making the film  ( it means 2004 or 2005). 

The real purpose of the Festival is to promote and develop youngest filmmakers` activities. Every year we have more films and more young filmmakers participating in our "up to 21". 

Festival is organised by Polish Federation of Independent Filmmakers thanks to polish Ministry of Culture, Ministry of Education and support of local authorities and sponsors. Festival was held under UNICA`s patronage. 

Participation in the festival is free of charge. We also provide accommodation and meals for filmmakers. 

Every year about 100-120 the youngest (till 21 years of age) filmmakers took part in it, and about 70-130 films is showed. 

Representatives of Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Denmark, England, Estonia, Georgia, Greece, Yugoslavia, Spain, Germany, Hungary, Norway, Russia, Romania, Slovakia, Scotland, Switzerland, Sweden, Ukraine, United States, Iran took part in the festival. 

The film formats allowed:  VHS, SVHS, miniDV and DVD. 

The projection length should not exceed 20 minutes. The topic of the film is free. Each videocassette should have description of the films in the same order in which they were recorded. 

A pre-selection committee will select films for the competition. 

A Jury composed of professionals will award the films. The authors of awarded films present at the festival or their representatives will receive honourable prices. 

The organizers can file the sent copy of the festival archive and use it for non-commercial purposes to promote the festival.
